Ç Students who are members of the library are allotted three Readers Ticket and, are eligible to loan up to three 

(3) books from three (3) subject areas at any given time. 

Ç Materials must be returned on or before the last due date stamped on the due date ladder in the book. Failure 

to comply will result in fines being charged.

Ç Clients who are persistently late in returning books may be deprived of borrowing privileges.

Ç Clients are responsible for materials on loan to them and must pay for any loss or damage. The library reserve
